QUESTION FIVE

Madam Aisha, who lives in north London, has been given a new phone by her millionaire grandson on her birthday.  Aisha decides to sell the new phone because she is quite happy with her old phone.    Aisha asks her friend to take a photo of the new phone and advertise it for sale in the North London Times newspaper, selling for £75, available to the first person who comes to Aisha’s house by 6th July 2026.  However, when her grandson sees the advert, he rushes to Aisha and convinces her to cancel the sale because this phone is the new I-Phone-25 which is actually worth £8,000. 

Aisha then asks her friend to make a new advertisement to cancel the sale.  Aisha’s friend, who lives in west London, makes the new advertisement in the West London Times newspaper, saying the sale of Aisha’s phone has now been withdrawn.  This second advert appears on 13th July 2026.

Meanwhile, Mr Kuskus, a former student of Londonmet, sees the first advert in the North London Times and rushes to Aisha on 6th July to buy the phone for £75 cash.   But Aisha says the sale has been withdrawn.

Advise Kuskus about any rights he might have against Aisha.  In your answer, you are required to use, at least, one relevant case.




QUESTION SIX

Madam Nikita is a businesswoman who needs a computer for her office.  She goes to buy a big computer from Mr Jumson’s store for £2,000.   Jumson says the computer is brand new, manufactured in 2026 and insists that Nikita sign the sale document before taking it away.    
Days later, Nikita notices that the computer is faulty so she calls her boyfriend to come and have a look.  The boyfriend examines the computer and discovers that the computer was manufactured in 2003. 
Nikita then takes the computer back to Jumson and demands her money back. However, Jumson says he would not refund the money because Nikita had already signed the sale document.  

Using two relevant cases on signature, advise Nikita as to whether she has any rights of refund.
